CAMPAIGN UPDATE To commemorate the April 29 riot, under the theme of healing,

harmony, and peace, members of our community gathered to pray
for mutual prosperity.
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On April 29th, 2022, Congressman Jimmy Gomez, a representative of Koreatown, invited many leaders of the Korean American community
to a breakfast meeting. At the meeting led by KAFLA, many expressed their condolences to the victims of the riots and many issues were
addressed such as ongoing anti-Asian hate.

During this meeting, representatives of various community groups including KAFLA, KYCC, religious circles (Christianity, Buddhism,
Catholicism), senior, youth, business organizations as well as foundations dedicated to victims of 4.29 and human rights were present.
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At 11 AM on April 29th, 2022, there was a mural unveiling in Inglewood that prefaced a message of healing and
harmony regarding the conflict during the LA Civil Unrest. The mural was painted across the exterior wall of S & H

Liquor, a business that was burned down and looted during the riots but restored and running for the past 30
years.

The mural portrays the two Korean business owners and Richard, an employee who has been working there for
over 30 years. This mural was sponsored by LA County Supervisor Holly Mitchell and led by the Korean American
Democratic Committee (KADC) and KAFLA as community partners.
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To commemorate the 4.29 LA Uprising, a concert dedicated
to peace was held at 4 PM on April 29th, 2022, at Liberty Park.

The event was planned for several months by KAFLA, KYCC,
First AME Church, Asian Americans Advancing Justice-LA, Los
Angeles Urban League, and KAC. The purpose of this concert
was to promote the achievement of harmony and greater
development in our diversified community.

Attendees included: United States Representatives Andy Kim,
Marilyn Strickland, and Karen Bass; California Attorney
General Rob Bonta; State Senators Maria Elena Durazo and
Dave Min; LA County Supervisor Holly Mitchell; LA City
Councilmembers John Lee and Mitch O’Farrell; as well as
Chairman Kim Seong-gon of the Overseas Koreans Foundation.

Six representatives of the organizations that helped plan the
event, including KAFLA, shouted Black Lives Matter and Stop
Asian Hate in a joint statement, emphasizing that we should
remember the pain of the past, but we should now move
forward hand in hand beyond race and discrimination.

In the commemorative concert that followed, many Asian and
African-American musicians and artists gave performances
that delivered a message of healing and harmony.
Approximately 500 spectators stayed throughout the event.
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In celebration of “AAPI Heritage Month”, the Asian Pacific

KAFLA has led Stop Asian Hate rally and caravan, Amazon Billboard campaign, peace murals in Koreatown and South LA,
distributed safety whistles, and held various multi-ethnic events such as the 4.29 LA Riot 30th Anniversary breakfast
meeting with Rep. Jimmy Gomez and the formation of a Task Force to protect Asian seniors from hate crimes.

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On February 26th, 2022, the late Ralph Ahn passed away at the age of 96. To provide the public an opportunity to pay Mr. Ahn with their
respects, KAFLA held a community memorial service on April 26th, 2022 (Sunday) at Saenuri Church in Koreatown.

The late Ralph Ahn is the third son of the nation’s teacher, Dosan Ahn Chang-ho, and he was the only direct descendant who was living until
recently. He has first-hand experience and practiced the Dosan spirit until his death. Throughout his life, Mr. Ahn dedicated his life to
teaching the roots of Korea and its history to Korean American youth.

The memorial was hosted by KAFLA and co-organized by the Young Korean Academy, Dosan Anchangho Memorial Foundation, and American
Liberation Society (Southwest Branch). With the support of many Korean organizations, many of the late Ralph Ahn’s family and friends,
patriotic organizations, Congresswoman Young Kim, Senator Dave Min, LA Councilman John Lee and many members of the community were
able to attend the memorial, grieve, and pay their last respects.
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To help our compatriots in Ukraine whose livelihoods have been destroyed by the Russian
invasion, our “Help Ukraine” campaign has been ongoing and will be entering its second
month since its launch.

In the meantime, thanks to the full participation of our community members, KAFLA was
able to distribute the first relief fund (about $15,000, for compatriots still stuck in Ukraine)
and the second relief fund (about $10,000 for Moldovan refugees). Currently the third
installment of support is being prepared.

One recent good news is that the compatriots KAFLA President James An visited on April
7-10 in Moldova have been safely relocated to the neighboring country of Romania. And with
the generous donation from Gwangju Goryeo Village, 18 people were able to leave for refuge
to South Korea on May 11th.

In addition, 5 additional families arriving in Romania and about 15 additional refugees who
will be relocating to Romania from Moldova are waiting for assistance. To support these ° =o o110l xio| =
