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In order to improve traffic and environmental conditions in Koreatown, KAFLA has collaborated with the Los Angeles City Council 10th District
office to tackle current issues.

After several meetings held in April 2023, CD10 Councilwoman Heather Hutt and Los Angeles Department of Transportation (DOT) Traffic
Engineer Bhuvan Bajaj visited to inspect Koreatown’s traffic by walking along Olympic Boulevard at Western Avenue to Kingsley Road.

KAFLA president James An and executive vice president Steve Kang reported that Olympic at Manhattan Place had frequent pedestrian and
vehicle accidents. Olympic at Serrano Avenue was another intersection with recurrent accidents despite having crosswalks and signals in place.
An and Kang pointed out the accident-prone areas and requested traffic safety improvements such as the installation of Right Turn Only signs.

In addition, the KAFLA leaders reiterated the need for a solution to the collapsed sculpture on Olympic between Serrano and Hobart Boulevard.

Councilmember Hutt agreed that the road transportation system is lacking in response to increasing traffic congestion and related accidents.
She stated that CD10 will review the proposed alternative plans with the DOT. She also hoped to secure related funding and cooperate with plans
to restore the collapsed sculpture.

KAFLA will continue to make efforts to ensure that the current requests get fulfilled promptly to improve the quality of life in Koreatown.
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On August 23, KAFLA and Public Counsel co-hosted an in-person Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance seminar for small business owners.
Public Counsel managing director Ritu Mahajan shared information regarding compliance, lawsuit prevention, and post-lawsuit options. She also spoke
about “drive-by” lawsuits - in which vexatious litigants sue minority-owned monolingual /limited-English speaking business owners, not to warrant
correction, but to solely pursue monetary damages. She encouraged business owners to join CAS, obtain certificates and to find a legal support
organization as soon as possible in case of a lawsuit.

About 100 Korean Americans participated in the seminar, and KAFLA received praise from the community for organizing such an event. Other
community partners included Bet Tsedek, Los Angeles Mayor Karen Bass’ Office, Korean American Chamber of Commerce LA, and KAGRO. If you or
someone you know are a business owner in Los Angeles County and need legal guidance regarding ADA matters, please reach out to any of the
organizations listed above.

In response to the recent scandals involving corruption and
racial discrimination by LA City Councilmembers, a call for
reform of the city council has been made. On August 29,
Organize, Unite, Reform (OUR) LA hosted an in-person
convening at KAFLA to share its core values and gather input
from residents.

OUR LA is a multiracial coalition of community-based
organizations that strongly advocates for reform of the LA City
Council by increasing the current number of 15 city council
members to 24-31 and establishing an independent electoral
restructuring committee. Angelenos’ opinions were gathered
through convenings throughout the city.

At the meeting, about 100 local diverse stakeholders, including
Korean American teens, Latinos, and the elderly, gathered to
represent and share their opinions on the reform.

Currently, the LA City Council is divided into 15 constituencies,
and questions regarding the appropriate number to represent
the community, criteria for the division, and how to select the
entity to adjust constituencies were discussed. Pros and cons for
simulations were debated in small groups and shared.

KAFLA led each small group activity and encouraged attendees
to think deeply about these issues. Everyone gave serious
thought and provided input, which indicated that a new
governance that is more equitable is awaited by many.

OUR LA collects opinions from diverse communities and
submits them to the committee in charge of the LA City Council.
The final reform plan will be discussed at the city council plenary
session in September, and if passed, will be finalized through a
referendum. KAFLA, along with Korean American organizations
such as KYCC, and OUR LA will continue to cooperate to ensure
that these reform measures are passed.

KAFLA provides assistance with a variety of government
support programs such as the Affordable Connectivity
Program (ACP). The ACP is a federal government
program that helps low-income households pay for the
internet at lower costs.

KAFLA had previously conducted ACP outreach and
enrollment and recently heard the exciting news of
being selected for a $250,000 grant from the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) for the ACP grant
program. KAFLA was 1 of 15 selected grantees in
California, 1 of 3 agencies selected from Los Angeles,
and the sole Korean organization in the United States.

The required documents to register for the ACP are a
valid ID, proof of income, and a verification letter
confirming receipt of any government benefits. If
eligible, households can receive up to a $30 discount
per month.

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KAFLA was selected as a partner agency to assist applicants for the California Mortgage Relief Program
(CMRP). CMRP offers assistance to homeowners whose mortgage or property tax payments are behind.

In February 2023, program officials announced that aid would be extended to four new groups: homeowners
who missed a second mortgage payment before March 2023 or were behind at least one property tax payment
before March 2023, have a “partial claim” or deferral, and homes up to four units (the landlord must live in one
unit). In addition, the new expansion allows homeowners who received funding to apply for additional funding
of up to $80,000 in mortgage relief or $20,000 in property tax relief.

All homeowners who are behind on property tax or mortgage payments should be advised of this program. If
there are questions or concerns regarding eligibility, please feel free to contact KAFLA.
