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Since 2010, KAFLA has collaborated with the Food Bank program to serve Korean Americans struggling to pay for their
meals. Since then, we have collaborated with many Korean food industries to hold an annual Lunar New Year event to
prepare and deliver approximately 500 servings of traditional rice cake soup and gift bags to seniors. Our Lunar New
Year celebration and food bank has become a significant annual community event.

However, due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the tradition was halted for 3 years and finally reopened on January 19 to serve
400 seniors again. Many Korean Americans came to get their warm rice cake soup cooked on-site and secured their gift
bags with joy.

This year, our continuous partner Hanmi Bank provided us with instant chicken soup and brought 20 volunteers. The
Heritage of Korean Independence USA Southwest division supplied rice cakes and kimchi, Nongshim and Chungjungone
provided cup noodles and ramen, and the famous Yukdaejang family came to cook high-quality rice cake soup on the
spot and serve 400 seniors.

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On February 6, 2023, a deadly earthquake struck southern and central Turkey and northern and
eastern Syria causing a death toll that is surpassing 30,700 as of February 14.

As Angelenos who experienced the magnitude 6.7 Northridge earthquake in 1994, we empathize
deeply with all the victims. Back in the 2010 Haiti earthquake with 220,000 victims, KAFLA
collected relief donations to help. Seeing the current situation in Turkey and Syria, KAFLA wants to
give immediate help by collaborating with UNICEF to collect and donate to the victims.

KAFLA held an in-depth discussion on the event with Soraida Sanchez, UNICEF-LA's Customer
Relations Officer at US Fund for UNICEF, which is helping on the field in both Turkey and Syria.
They are offering hygiene products, vaccination, clothing, and food, and operating temporary
shelters right now and are especially committed to taking care of the young children who lost their
parents and have no place to go. In addition, UNICEF is directly donating about 90% of its funds,
making them one of the highest NGOs to help. Those who want to donate to UNICEF will be issued
a separate tax deduction document.

KAFLA will be collecting relief funds for Turkey and Syria on February 13 (Mon) - February 28
(Tues) and sending all funds to "UNICEF".
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Retail Food Inspection
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On February 8th, KAFLA held a seminar dedicated to small businesses concentrated on managing restaurants, food courts,
catering, and other food services. The seminar especially highlighted the toughest aspect of running a food business - the
Health Inspection. Kyong Lee, the chief inspector of LA County Environmental Health came to speak and provide critical
information on the inspection process and priorities.

In addition, with the tax season approaching, details on the ERC and EOG program were provided to the participating 50
Korean American business owners. In response to all the business owners' requests, KAFLA will be planning additional
related seminars and those regarding labor laws in the future.

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KAFLA was selected as a partner agency to assist applicants for the California Mortgage Relief Program
(CMRP). CMRP offers assistance to homeowners whose mortgage or property tax payments are behind.

In February 2023, program officials announced that aid would be extended to four new groups: homeowners
who missed a second mortgage payment before March 2023 or were behind at least one property tax payment
before March 2023, have a “partial claim” or deferral, and homes up to four units (the landlord must live in one
unit). In addition, the new expansion allows homeowners who received funding to apply for additional funding
of up to $80,000 in mortgage relief or $20,000 in property tax relief.

All homeowners who are behind on property tax or mortgage payments should be advised of this program. If
there are questions or concerns regarding eligibility, please feel free to contact KAFLA.
