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On March 13, the Korean American Federation of Los
Angeles donated $320,381 to UNICEF USA, an
international relief organization, to provide
humanitarian aid to victims of the deadly earthquake in
Tirkiye and Syria.

On February 6, a strong earthquake occurred in
Tirkiye and Syria, causing approximately 165,000
buildings to collapse and 47,000 deaths.

After careful evaluation of all NGOs that can most
effectively help victims of the earthquake, KAFLA
decided to partner with UNICEF USA, where 90% of
the funds raised would be directly donated to the
victims.

The Korean American community demonstrated great
enthusiasm for helping the earthquake victims and
mobilized within a short period of time. Numerous
churches, organizations, and individuals sent
donations, saying that they can trust KAFLA to
successfully execute raising and sending funds to help
the victims just as they helped many people during
the pandemic.

Major donors include Everyday Church ($147,198),
Open Bank ($100,000), SH Hong Foundation ($50,000),
and the Korean American Federation of Springfield,
Missouri ($4,000). In addition, KAFLA received funds
raised by a student group that sold clothing and shoes
at flea markets.

UNICEF USA Senior Managing Director, Philanthropy,
Amber Hill expressed her surprise and gratitude to
the Korean American community and revealed that
the funds will bolster UNICEF's response to provide
child protection services, health and nutrition,
education, safe water, and emergency supplies for
impacted communities and families.
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104th Anniversary Korea March first Independence Movement Day

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To commemorate the 104th anniversary of the March 1st
Korean independence movement day, KAFLA held a joint
ceremony with major patriotic organizations.

March 1, 1909, signifies the day when Joseon declared to the
world its independence from Japanese colonial rule. All
Koreans stood up with one heart for the independence of
the country.

The 104th-anniversary commemorative event aimed to
educate the next generation and engage ordinary citizens.
The Korean American Association, Southwest American
Branch of the Liberation Association, 3.1 Women's
Association in America, Korean National Association
Memorial Foundation, Heungsadan LA, and America
Bankruptcy Memorial Association partnered with KAFLA to
organize the event.

At 10 AM on March 1, a time of worship and laying flowers
was held at the Rosedale Park Cemetery, where Korean
American independence activists are buried. Then at 11 AM,
about 300 Koreans participated in a joint commemorative
ceremony held at Naseong Korean United Presbyterian
Church.

The highlight of the ceremony was to convey the
Declaration of Independence in a meaningful way. It was
read aloud in four languages - Korean, English, Spanish, and
Mandarin - by descendants of independence activists,
leaders of patriotic organizations, and local elected officials
to symbolize various members of the community. The event
provided an opportunity for the students in attendance and
to express gratitude towards the organizations for
remembering the dedication of independence activists.

The Thwa Coral had a Yu Gwansoon-themed performance
which made attendees feel the horrors of the time followed
by the Kohenga Elementary School choir that provided a
hopeful message.
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Korean American
Small Business Program
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In 2006, Owner Monika Yoon opened up a small
women's apparel store in the heart of Koreatown. An
immigrant from South Korea, Ms.Yoon came to the
United States in 1981, in search of the American Dream.
For 14 years, her business flourished, as her warm
smile and jolly demeanor welcomed all those who
entered her store. However, on March 17, 2020, the
COVID19 pandemic hit, and she was forced to close her
business.

With most community based organizations closing
their doors, Ms. Yoon became desperate for financial
assistance.

Due to lost revenue resulting from the store closure,
personal and business expenses began to accumulate.

Luckily for Ms. Yoon, the Korean American Federation
of Los Angeles kept their doors open to community
members and business owners throughout the
pandemic. It also helped that KAFLA was across the
street from her store.

KAFLA recently assisted Ms.Yoon and her husband
access local, state, and government resources. KAFLA
helped Ms. Yoon apply for residential rental assistance
through the State of California's Housing is Key
program. Last year, Hebaragi Fashion was also awarded
rental assistance through the Los Angeles Small
Business Rental Assistance program. Recently, through
the SBA's Community Navigator Pilot Program's
funding, we were also able to apply for forgiveness on
Ms. Yoon's 1st Draw PPP loan in the amount of $1,533.

Many BIPOC community members have difficulties
navigating local /state /federal funding opportunities.
The CARES ACT of 2022 have all provided multiple
opportunities for small businesses to apply and receive
aid. However, language and technology barriers exist in
communities of color, especially among older business
owners.

KAFLA continues to work with non-English speakers to
support business owners whose primary language is
not English. Currently, KAFLA offers in-language
assistance in English, Korean, Mandarin, and Spanish.
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KAFLA's 6th COVID-19 Relief Fund application phase
ended on March 10. The relief fund was established to
assist low-income families facing economic difficulties
due to the pandemic.

About 200 families applied, and the first selection
process is underway to review their stories and
required documents. Applicants present various
situations such as health issues, domestic violence,
homelessness, undocumented visas, and North Korean
defectors, in addition to hardships arising due to the
end of government support as the pandemic subsides.
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Through the first phase of selection and a second
phase of phone call interviews, a final 50 families will
be selected by Friday, March 17. The selected families
will be notified individually.

The Korean American Federation of Los Angeles has
donated $503,000 in relief funds to 1,141 families over
the previous five rounds. The 6th round of relief funds
is being provided by contributions from KAFLA,
Jusarang Church, Open Bank, Bank of Hope, CBB Bank,
JS Kang, and SH Hong Foundation.

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KAFLA provides assistance with variety of government support programs.
One of them is the ACP (Affordable Connectivity Program), which is a US
government program that helps many low income households pay for
internet at lower costs.

KAFLA has been helping with this program for a while, but recently heard an
exciting news that we were selected for funding in the amount of $250,000
for the ACP grant program.

In particular, KAFLA was 1 of 15 selected in California, 1 of only 3 agencies
selected from Los Angeles, and the only Korean organization across the US.

The required documents to register for the ACP are valid ID, proof of
income, and letter of any government benefits. If eligible, the household can
receive up to $30 discount each month.

KAFLA hopes to provide assistance to low-income families so they can have
access to wifi at a lower cost.

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Many people are concerned about the news regarding MediCal as
the pandemic is coming to an end. Particularly, while MediCal
renewed automatically during the pandemic season, it is now very

important to recertify to avoid the discontinuation of the MediCal
benefits.

Accordingly, KAFLA prepared to hold a webinar with DPSS to discuss
important information about MediCal, CalFresh, IHSS, etc.

DPSS staff will answer all frequently asked questions and explain
what most people find difficult, so we hope many people participate
in this webinar and find their answers to continue getting the help
they need.
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was selected as a partner agency to assist applicants for the California Mortgage Relief Program

(CMRP). CMRP offers assistance to homeowners whose mortgage or property tax payments are behind.

In February 2023, program officials announced that aid would be extended to four new groups: homeowners
who missed a second mortgage payment before March 2023 or were behind at least one property tax payment
before March 2023, have a “partial claim” or deferral, and homes up to four units (the landlord must live in one
unit). In addition, the new expansion allows homeowners who received funding to apply for additional funding
of up to $80,000 in mortgage relief or $20,000 in property tax relief.

All homeowners who are behind on property tax or mortgage payments should be advised of this program. If
there are questions or concerns regarding eligibility, please feel free to contact KAFLA.
